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Different demographic situations are observed in different countries of the world, namely, a
sharp decrease in the birth rate, an increase in the level of poverty, an aggravation of the
problem of unemployment and an increase in the life expectancy of the population, as well as
a proportional extension of the retirement period of the population.

According to research, the world's population is getting older every year. Today, the number
of elderly people in the world (60 years and older) is one billion., this i1s 13% of the total
population of the Earth. According to the United Nations, in 2050, 22% of the world's
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population were pensioners, and the average life expectancy of the world's population is
projected to reach 76 years.

According to the World Bank on Earth, in 1950 the population over the age of 65 was 7.7%
of the total population, while in 2019 it was 19%, and by 2050 it is expected to exceed 27%.
Also, the world's population was 1 billion in 1804, 2 billion in 1927, today aging is 8 billion,
according to an analysis by the International Labor Organization, as of January 1, 2022, the
unemployed in relation to able-bodied persons amounted to 207 million worldwide. (6.5%) -
a person.

While the total fertility rate was 4.97 percent in 1950, by 2020 it had dropped to 2.47 percent.
The saddest thing is that only 68% of the elderly on Earth receive a pension.

The above statistics also show that further improvement of pension provision is one of the
most pressing issues facing the countries of the world today.

Indeed, over the past five years, fundamental reforms have been carried out in Uzbekistan in
order to further improve this area.

Of the seven priorities set out in the "Development Strategy of the New Uzbekistan for 2022-
2026", developed on the principle of "from an action strategy to a development strategy", this
is the implementation of a fair social policy, the development of human capital.

It was in the development strategy that several important tasks on social protection policy
aimed at glorifying human dignity were separately set,

including:

- Full coverage of the needy population with social benefits and material assistance by 2026;
- development of a draft national strategy for social protection of the population;

- implementation of the unified state policy in the field of social protection;

- creation of a social insurance system, including the creation of a social insurance fund;

- provision of social assistance and services to low-income families under a social contract;

- From January 1, 2023, the maximum salary for pension accrual will increase from tenfold to
twelve times the basic amount of pension accrual;

Also, as part of the tasks set out in the development strategy to ensure justice and the rule of
law, in 2022, the procedure for providing free legal assistance at the expense of the state in
civil and administrative cases, along with criminal cases, to citizens in need of social protection
was established.

The tasks of ensuring the labor, social and other internationally recognized rights of convicts
and persons serving sentences, introducing effective mechanisms for their social adaptation
and facilitating reintegration into society, establishing joint activities of state and society
institutions in this direction are defined.

Also in order to improve the pension system in the development strategy;

Ensuring a consistent increase in the size of citizens' pensions in accordance with the economic
indicators of the country;
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Implementation of a multi-level and state-guaranteed pension system in accordance with

international principles and standards;

Such important tasks as the transition to a pension assignment system based on
interdepartmental electronic information exchange without requiring excessive documents
from citizens were identified.

The new development strategy of Uzbekistan for 2022-2026, developed on the principle of
"from an action strategy to a development strategy", really covers all spheres of society and
defines the ways and directions of its development, but this strategy not only reflects the socio-
economic situation of the republic, as well as increasing the interest of foreign investors,
foreign countries and international organizations in Uzbekistan, strengthening the well-being
of the population and, ultimately, respect for human dignity.

The new development strategy of Uzbekistan for 2022-2026 1s aimed at building the third
Renaissance foundation, focused on further improving the welfare of the people, the
transformation of economic sectors and accelerated development of entrepreneurship,
unconditional protection of human rights and interests based on the principle of "for human
dignity".

After all, the new development strategy of Uzbekistan, based on the principle: "reform is not
for reforms, but first of all for a person," is a popular program aimed at further improving the
welfare of the people, strengthening social protection of the population, cardinal changes in
all spheres.
